Please note the following Regulations:

1. Applications for burial or plot reservation can be made via the Clerk to the     Parish Council, details below

2. Burials shall be in consecutive order (except for reserved plots)

3. Permission is required before placement of any memorial. These shall be headstones only. Application is via the Clerk to the Parish Council, details below. Fees must be paid in advance of installation.

4. Ashes internment is in the designated area only (adjacent to the seat). Small plaques can be laid horizontally to allow for mowing. Fees as above.

5. There shall be no fences or other boundaries erected around the graves.

6. No plants or trees are to be planted on the graves, but spring bulbs are allowed. 
Fresh flowers only should be placed on graves, no artificial or plastic please, so we are environmentally friendly.
Please remove Christmas wreaths by the end of January. 

7. There is to be no driving of vehicles on the grass at any time.

8. No containers for water (eg plastic bottles) should be left near the graves or at the cemetery.

9. No pots or flower containers to be left on graves other than those integral to memorials

9. Please take all rubbish home with you (including flower wrappers). Compostable waste can be left in the in the far corner on the compost heap.
